Director of Fellowship and Outreach Report 
 

Fellowship and Outreach at Bethlehem has been very active in 2021. Several activities and events were held 
throughout the year, while others were affected by COVID. There were some activities and events for the 
members of the congregation and some for the Cedar Falls community.  The activities and events were suc-
cessful because of the congregation’s support and participation. 

A fun Snow Day was held in January, where over 20 church members enjoyed a snowman building contest, 
snow art, sledding, and warming up with a firepit while eating s’mores and drinking hot chocolate. 

In February, Warm Winter Wishes treat bags, consisting of ramen noodles and hot chocolate, were given to 
Threehouse’s Treat Trike to be handed out to students at UNI. To raise money for the Souper Bowl of Caring, 
Chili lunch to go was offered after worship. Lent bags were given to members of the congregation. 

Painting flowerpots was enjoyed by 20 people in March. In April, flowers were planted into the painted flow-
erpots. Individuals who participated were encouraged to take their flowerpot home or share it with someone.  

Donations of snack foods were collected in April for students at Threehouse. The donated items were a way 
to support the college students as they completed the school year. Due to COVID, Ableskiver, the Easter 
breakfast, and an Easter egg hunt were canceled. 

Fishing and fellowship were held in June. About a dozen people enjoyed fishing, before joining nearly 30 peo-
ple for a barbecue at the church. Several youth and adults enjoyed using the new basketball hoop. 

Collecting personal hygiene items for the Northeast Iowa Food Bank and school supplies for students at Lin-
coln Elementary was done in July. Around a dozen people enjoyed a Moonlight Movie that was shown in the 
soccer field. 

Celebrating the heritages of the members of Bethlehem was held at the beginning of August. At the end of 
the month, Bounce Back to Bethlehem occurred. Community members and church members enjoyed food 
trucks, inflatables, balloon artists, face paintings, and outdoor games. 

The annual garage sale that was scheduled for September was canceled due to the increasing number of 
COVID cases. God’s Work Our Hands was held with a Volunteer Fair at the end of the month. Nine Cedar Val-
ley organizations set up a display in the church. The organizations provided information, to the church mem-
bers, about volunteering with them.  

A nice fall day welcomed 181 cars (about 500 people), as the community members enjoyed the Drive Thru 
Trunk or Treat. Church members used the theme of “Books of the Bible” to decorate their cars. Candy was 
also collected to be given to the Threehouse Treat Trike to be handed out to UNI students.  

The men of the congregation enjoyed a Men of Faith dinner in November. Dave Welter shared a very power-
ful presentation, before a catered meal was enjoyed by 20 people. A service project day was held and the fol-
lowing projects were completed: putting candy canes on cards, making pine cone bird feeders, making Christ-
mas cards for the military, and Kai’s bags for the homeless.  

December was a fun and busy time. A Live Nativity was held for the first time. Several visitors enjoyed hearing 
the Christmas story being read and acted out by a cast of talented volunteers and sheep. The tradition of 
dancing around the Christmas tree returned this year, along with a Danish brunch, and making Danish heart 
Christmas tree ornaments. Working with Lincoln Elementary and the wonderful donations from Bethlehem 
members, 12 families were able to have a nice Christmas. 

I look forward to 2022. I am excited to do many more fun events and activities, with all of you, as we Share 
the Bread of Life with a Hungry World.

In July of 2021, the Joyful Times group restarted after the “Covid Break” with a 
luncheon at Perkins Restaurant in Waterloo with 18 people in attendance. A 
group of 12 toured the Grout Museum in September concentrating on the 
Women’s Suffrage Exhibit. We then ate at the Waterloo Perkins for lunch.  On

Bethlehem Lutheran Church is a partner with Love INC.  Our mission is medical 

supplies. People from the community go through Love INC and are screened for 

what they need. We then lend them walkers, wheelchairs, tub benches, crutches, 

canes and many other supplies. Most of our items are donated or Love INC           

purchases them. Bethlehem members are also encouraged to borrow items. 
 

As in the past, BLC has adopted families from North Cedar School. 2021 we 

bought gifts (3 per child), gift cards for each family and gave them each a large  

box of food. There were 15 families this year. Our congregation has been very  

generous by purchasing gifts and donating funds to help. The Keepsake Quilters 

that meet at BLC has given us a monetary donation for several years. In addition, 

the make a quilt for each family. The knitters group make scarves and hats for  

everyone. Thrivent donates a $250 gift card to help make purchases. All of the 

families are very apprehensive. 
 

In the fall, school supplies are gathered for backpacks for Lincoln School. This year 

we delivered fourteen backpacks. In addition to monies and supplies donated by 

our members, Thrivent gives us a $250 gift card to help with supplies.

Finance Committee Report 

 

 

We wanted to begin our report by giving thanks for your continued generosity.  We          

recognize that when we ended the year with only a negative $-117.52 in a year with          

continued reduced attendance due to the pandemic that many churches in the area 

were not as fortunate. So we begin our report by saying thank you to all of you for your 

continued generosity. 

The big change for the finance team in 2021 was our new finance software.   The new         

software allowed the office and finance team to gain an understanding of income           

and expenses.   The new software also allowed for better reporting which helped in             

discussions.   In 2021, our  expenses ended the year extremely close to our giving.  This             

was a result from monitoring giving versus expenses each month and communicating 

when necessary.   We will continue this in 2022. 

To provide a little detail on the numbers, 2021 we averaged $26,170 in giving compared       

to $26,180 in expenses.   The year ended with a  shortage of $-117.52, although this is a         

negative number, the number is very small.   We are very fortunate to have a giving                

congregation and a responsible council and leadership.  Our giving is down from 2020, 

where we averaged $26,341.  This is our 5th consecutive year of decreased giving.    We 

closed 2021 with $69,592.48 in our Unified checking account and $30,847 in our Unified CD. 

An audit was conducted by Jeff Hermanson and Joan Christensen on July 27th, 2021. It  

was performed on several of Bethlehem Lutheran Church’s general ledger accounts.          

Both Jeff and Joan found all to be in order.    We appreciate their time and work to get          

this completed timely and efficiently. 

The Maintenance and Facility fund continues to hold monies to be used for facility                   

upkeep.   This fund began the year with a balance of $19,707 in checking and $72,486 in a 

CD and ended the year with a balance of $19,715 in checking and $73,152 in a CD. 

The Memorial Fund accounts started with a balance of $24,593  in the checking account 

and ended the year with a balance of $49,186.    We transferred $31 from Memorial            

Undesignated Interest to Memorial Undesignated Funds.   We also transferred $169 from 

Cool Congregations, Men of Faith Dinner and Pastoral Expenses fund to the National Youth 

Gathering Trip, these three accounts will be zeroed out.  Lastly, we have a Youth Mission 

Investment fund that has $10,626 in it.
